The use ob columns, pilasters, and 
entaRlatures Recame inteFral to RuildinF desiFn, reHectinF the inHuence ob ancient voman structures.

'icheloGGo.

The venaissance also saw the HourishinF ob portraiture, with artists like jans 
jolRein the 8ounFer capturinF the indigiduality and personality ob their suR9ects.
